Introduction to Advanced A Class

Advanced Chinese Courses 

Course Type: Integrated language skill training class, required course.

Teaching Aims: To conduct various integrated skills training of Chinese listening, speaking, reading, writing and expand students’ vocabulary to improve the ability of analyzing words and using words. 

Teaching Material: "Chinese Advanced Tutorial" Book I

Teaching Content: learn the classic works of modern masters, contents relevant and language classic. 

Teaching Methods: classroom-based speaking and training, give students comprehensive training of language skills. 

Teaching Time: 6 hours per week, 120 hours per semester. 

Examination: Once a month, once every midterm and final term respectively. 

Course Credits: 6 credits each semester.

Advanced Oral Chinese 

Course Type: Training courses for verbal communication, required course.

Teaching Aims: To cultivate and improve the students’ ability to use high-level oral communication and to enhance the ability of the diversity, adaptability, and appropriateness.

Teaching Material: “Advanced spoken Chinese” (Book 1)

Teaching Content: First, students listen to the recording on a particular aspect of the material, and then discuss the related issue under the guidance of teachers. 

Teaching Methods: Three-stage teaching is basically used, that is, the introduction of topics-- deepening extension—practical exercises. It is for listening leading to speaking and then focuses on a variety of training methods to enable students to master the language skills and knowledge of languages.

Teaching Time: 4 hours per week, 160 hours a semester. 

Examination: Midterm examination, Final examination

Course Credits: 4 credits each semester.
